From the Planning Office:

The City is committed to the citizens of Box Elder, and want to provide a safe and enjoyable place for all to live. We can
only do this with your help. Citizens can help the City departments enforce ordinances and address problems within

the community. The growth of weeds, grass, brush or ot hlei
declared to be a public nuisance by ordinance 509.

Property owners are responsibly for not only their property, but for any public right of way adjoin their property, to the
edge of the driving surface of the road. As a property owner you are required to maintain the vegetation between your
property line and the roadway in the summer and shovel the sidewalks adjoin your property in the winter.

If there is a fire hydrant in front of your property, we also request you maintain the vegetation in the summer, and in the
winter remove the snow from around the hydrant. This will make the hydrant visible to emergency responders, may you
or one of you neighbors have an emergency requiring its use.

If you receive notice of a violation, and the violation is not corrected at the end of the notice, the property can be
mowed by the City with a tax lien placed upon it. With your cooperation, we can make Box Elder a more bountiful and
afe place to live.

Ordinance #509: Nuisance Regulations
The Planning Office would like to remind everyone that code enforcement staff will be confronted with concerns of tall grass and weeds
in many areas of the City. We would Iike to remind our chai zers
mai ntained no taller than 8"’ in height.

In the case a nuisance is declared, the nuisance can be abated without civil action and the primary responsibility for the cost of
abatement and/or fines and fees lies with the property owner.

Lawn Care Season

~What information do | need when | call to complain of a property that needs mowing?

Please have as much information available as possible. We would prefer to have the exact address of the property, but we can take an inspection
with general information (i.e. the northeast corner lot of W. 9t St. and Dakota Ave.) if an address is not available.

We will also ask questions like — does the entire yard need mowing or just the front or back yard, are there a lot of weeds or is it mostly just tall
grass. Any information about the property will be helpful (vicious dogs, etc). Please remember that if you call in a complaint and the violation is then
corrected, but then the violation returns — another complaint call will need to be generated.

~ What qualifies for a complaint?

Any yard or lot in the city Iimits of Box Elder that idusaswgedass wtlhiad h hia
Canada thistle, Russian knapweed, hoary cress, purple loosestrife, perennial sow thistle, leafy spurge and salt cedar.

/ ~ | got a letter from the City for mowing, now what?

As the ~ property owner, it is your responsibility to maintain the property according to city ordinance. Grass must be kept under
8” tall and free of noxious weeds. I f you r ec et thepdopeat
violation. Please be sure to mow your property by date on your naotification. Failure to mow will result in the city

mowing, or sending a contractor to mow your property without further notice. Mowing costs will be sent to you as
the property pwner, along with a possible city issued citation. You will only receive one letter and/or notice
i Any subsequent complaints a contractor will be sent to the property and the issue will

be pursued accordingly.
