Over the past few months City Hall has received an exceptional amount of nuisance complaints related to everything from tall grass, to 
yard debris, non-running or non-license vehicles, etc. 

 
 
 

As either a homeowner or renter, it is your responsibility to comply with City Codes. Voluntary Compliance helps maintain higher property 
standards, and preserves and enhances the character of our community, environment, property value and overall quality of life. 

 
 
 

Most residents once informed of these rules; work with the City toward compliance. When voluntary compliance fails, formal enforcement 
measures may be taken. The City Planning Office is authorized to abate the nuisance, issue citations, and/or turn the matter over 
to the City Attorney for legal action. 

 
 
 

Following the formal enforcement process directly affects local tax funding, as tax dollars that could otherwise be used on streets and 
maintaining City infrastructure; is diverted to abatement costs and attorney fees. 

 
 
 

So, letôs all pitch in to keep our properties free and clear of tall weeds, grass, noxious vegetation, yard debris, white goods, non-running 
vehicles, etc.  A little effort goes a long way towards ensuring that our neighborhoods are a cleaner and our community is safer 
place to live, work, and play.  

 
 
 

ORDINANCE 509 
ARTICLE II - NUISANCES DEFINED 

 
 
 

SECTION 1- Definition of a Public Nuisance 
 
 
 

A public nuisance consists of doing an act without lawful authority, or omitting to perform a duty. Which act or omission either: 
 
 
  

 A.  Annoys, injures, or endangers the comfort, repose, health, or safety or others; 
 B.  Offends decency; 
 C.  Unlawfully interferes with, obstructs, or tends to obstruct, or renders dangerous for passage any lake, river, bay , stream  

  creek, drainage ditch, canal, or basin, or any public park, square, street, alley, right-of-way, or sidewalk; or 
 D.  In any way renders other persons insecure in life or in the use of property and which affects at the same time an entire  

  community or neighborhood or any considerable number of persons, although the extent of the annoyance or damage 
  inflicted upon the individuals may be unequal
